Examine how far migration influences the growth and character of cities in LIDCs or EDCs.  Use case study knowledge in your answer. (12)

Shanghai is a city and lots of people have moved here. 7 million people moved here from 2000 to 2010 and they all need places to live and jobs to do. As the people (migrants) come into the city more and more people live close together and so the city has grown up and has huge, tall buildings. The city has become more modern, some of the really old houses in the centre have been knocked down for new high rise flats and the old city is going. Shanghai is also getting bigger and taking up more space, it can take 2 hours to drive across the city.

Shanghai is important for trade because of the river and big port.  The ships have things on them from all over the world and so there are lots of links with countries and the port needs workers as it is busy.

The city is changing as new areas are built and different people and business have come. Some of the older houses are being kept for businesses there are lots of little shops and places to eat. As the city has lots of people from other countries so big companies like Starbucks and McDonalds can be found in the city as people’s taste in food changes.

As the city has got bigger people need to get around. Some metro lines have been added. Lots of people get around Shanghai by car and this has led to lots more queues and with all the cars there is more dust in the air and it is bad to breathe in. 


CASE STUDY—a river basin in the UK.

Explain how human activity has influenced geomorphic processes in this landscape. (6)

The River Nene in Northamptonshire has flooded lots of times and so now much of the river is managed to stop this happening. There are flood walls along the side of the river and these are made of concrete, this makes the river flow faster. When the river flows faster it could wear the river channel away (erode it) as there is no concrete to stop this happening. 

The middle area of the river has floodplain which is green land and used for farming. Keeping this land free from buildings means that when the river floods the water can flow onto the land and sit there. Eventually the water will travel downwards and anything the river water has in it (mud) will be dropped on the floodplain.
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
