In the
second examination slot, students will sit J198/21 The foundations of Rome paper.

If you decide to enter students for the Roman depth study paper, you will need to enter J198 Option B.

Students will sit J198/11 The Persian Empire paper in the first examination slot. In the second examination slot, students
will sit both the J198/21 The foundations of Rome and J198/22 Roman depth study papers.
