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This is the ability to use a software application designed to record and edit video sequences.

This unit is about the skills and knowledge to use a range of basic video software tools and
techniques appropriately to record and edit straightforward or routine video sequences. Any aspect
that is unfamiliar will require support and advice from others.

Video software tools and techniques will be defined as *basic’ at this level because:

. the software tools and functions involved will be pre-defined or commonly used;

. the range of inputting, manipulation and outputting techniques are straightforward or

routine; and

. the document type and structure will be predetermined or familiar.
